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T
here is no ques tion that God is call ing us to be an army. There is no ques -
tion that He has been “rat tling the bones” for years now. But now His
voice is becoming more and more pow er ful. I be lieve that we are go ing

to see more of the man i fes ta tions of the pres ence of God in our midst. Some one
was say ing they could smell the smoke of His breath. Per haps that might be the
“cloud by day” as men tioned in the Ex o dus. We are go ing to be able to feel the
wind of His breath, an ex cit ing time for us as Chris tians. I am so thrilled to be
liv ing at this time and age.

To day we are go ing to tackle John chap ter sev en teen. It is at the end of
four chap ters 14, 15, 16 and 17. The pre vi ous three chap ters are all talk ing about 
and cen tered around the ex pla na tion and mys tery of the Trin ity. Al though the
word Trin ity is never used there, it does talk about the re la tion ship of the Fa ther,
the Son and the Holy Spirit, over and over, back ward, side ways, for ward any
way Je sus can, to try and make the dis ci ples un der stand the one ness of the Trin -
ity. It is a mys tery how any of that can hap pen. But then when we look up at the
stars that’s a mys tery also and yet we know they ex ist. And so, we know the
Trin ity ex ists, God the Fa ther, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit. And that is
be cause we know them in the real sense of the word “know ing,” be ing in ti mate
with them. 

It is a good the ol ogy to pro ceed to chap ters 14, 15 and 16. The the ol ogy
of the New Tes ta ment is wrapped up in there. Be fore that the pre vi ous chap ters
were all talk ing about what Je sus did his tor i cally and what He said. But in these
par tic u lar chap ters Je sus is di rectly ad dress ing the the ol ogy be hind the God head 
and who God is. It all co mes to fo cus in chap ter seventeen. Fo cus means sharp
and clear be yond any doubt of what He is talk ing about. There are many theo lo -
gians who talk about this par tic u lar chap ter as be ing sig nif i cant in the way that
Je sus is com ing be fore His dis ci ples, com ing be fore the church, com ing be fore
His Fa ther as the Chief High Priest, if you will. He is mak ing an in ter ces sory
prayer bro ken down into three parts. He prays for Him self, His glo ri fi ca tion.
Sec ondly in verse three He prays for His dis ci ples. I be lieve He is not just talk -
ing about those with Him. How He prays for them is ex em pli fied in verse nine.
Then He prays for the uni ver sal church, di rectly ad dressed in verse twenty-one. 

Then  He makes a dec la ra tion in verse twenty-six. We will go over all
those things but I be lieve that apos tle John never loses his fo cus. John was not
writ ing this a few min utes af ter Je sus spoke these words. Years have passed. I
can imag ine him tak ing up the pen and think ing to him self, “Now, what did He
say again?” That’s what I would do. Then John would write the scrip ture. How
any one could think that this was ac tu ally writ ten by John and not the words of
Christ, I have no idea since this is SO in spired by the Holy Spirit. Lets go the
text. If we are go ing to be an army we are go ing to have to see what God is call -
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ing us to be. This par tic u lar chap ter puts it all into sharp fo cus for us.
When you stop and think about it, the pre vi ous chap ters were all filled
with red let ters. But this par tic u lar chap ter dis plays ONLY red let ters,
pe riod. Je sus is the One talk ing. In ter est ingly He is talk ing to the Fa -
ther! It is His prayer to God the Fa ther and He men tions the Fa ther six
times. It is the only time in the bi ble where He re fers to the Fa ther in
heaven in the in voca tive case, an other words di rectly ad dress ing Him.
He is n’t talk ing about Him. He’s di rectly ad dress ing His Fa ther, six
times, the only six times in the New Tes ta ment in which He talks di -
rectly to the Fa ther. We sadly don’t have the in voca tive case to use in
the Eng lish lan guage but He does here in the Greek.

That would be like my wife say ing, “Pe ter. Pe ter. Hello!” As He
is talk ing to His Fa ther it is am pli fied in the very first verse.

John 17 1Je sus spoke these words, lifted up His eyes to heaven,
and said: “Fa ther, the hour has come. Glo rify Your Son, that
Your Son also may glo rify You, 2 as You have given Him au thor ity 
over all flesh, that He should give eter nal life to as many as You
have given Him.

So He’s not look ing at His dis ci ples. He’s not look ing at the cir -
cum stances. He’s look ing up ad dress ing His Father di rectly and ex pects 
His at ten tion. Wow, that’s speak ing with au thor ity right to the Fa ther,
“Now this is what You said to Me, re mem ber in Eter nity You said this.”
Je sus is sum ma riz ing what He is to be in this life. Then He de scribes
eter nal life. We know that the Jew ish faith be lieves there is eter nal life
for ev ery one, an eter nal life for bless ing and an eter nal life to a curse
and dam na tion. So what does He mean by talk ing about “this eter nal
life?” Je sus makes this dis tinc tion, an im por tant dis tinc tion.

3 And this is eter nal life, that THEY MAY KNOW YOU, the only
true God, and Je sus Christ whom You have sent.

Eter nal life is know ing God, know ing! Know ing not just in the
sense of in tel lect, but know ing per son ally, in ti mately the only true God
and Je sus Christ whom You have sent. This goes right back to the Trin -
ity. 

4 I have glo ri fied You on the earth. I have fin ished the work which 
You have given Me to do.

How did He do that? By per form ing mir a cles, by lov ing His dis -
ci ples and those He was with. He had fin ished the work in the sense of
all those things since He had n’t gone to the Cross as yet. He says that is
fin ished later on in scrip tures.
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5 And now, O Fa ther, glo rify Me to gether with Your self, with the
glory which I had with You be fore the world was.

This is the sec ond time He speaks to the Fa ther di rectly. He is not
just ask ing for His in di vid ual glo ri fi ca tion but the glo ri fi ca tion He finds 
with the Fa ther and in the Fa ther be fore the world was. This first part of
the chap ter is di rectly talk ing about eter nity, con ver sa tions had with the
Fa ther be fore He came down and was born of a vir gin, be fore His min is -
try, be fore He died on the cross, any of that. He knew what was go ing
on, He fo cuses it right to the Fa ther’s at ten tion to glo rify Me to gether
with Your self. There is no other way. There is no other way for us ei ther.
He has called us to that same glory! 

In the sec ond part of four I am go ing to dem on strate from this
chap ter, Je sus prays for His dis ci ples. Be cause they are His dis ci ples
while He was walk ing on this earth, He is talk ing to them in con text, di -
rectly as hu man be ings in the flesh. How ever be cause they are dis ci ples
and YOU are His dis ci ples also I can sur mise that much if not all Je sus
is say ing here is now ap pli ca ble to you as well. So be cause He was talk -
ing to those there in the flesh, He was en cour ag ing us as the church as
well. That’s not in most the ol ogy; that is com ing from me, so you know. 

6 “I have man i fested Your name to the men whom You have given
Me out of the world. They were Yours, You gave them to Me, and
they have kept Your word. 7 Now they have known that all things
which You have given Me are from You. 8 For I have given to
them the words which You have given Me; and they have re -
ceived them, and have known surely that I came forth from You;
and they have be lieved that You sent Me.

How would they know that ex cept Je sus spoke it. So it’s from the 
words, the teach ings, the par a bles of our Lord that they had re ceived
them, as Pe ter had con fessed, “You are the Christ.” There was a spark
of faith that be gan with the dis ci ples that walked with Him in the flesh.

9 “I pray for them. I do not pray for the world but for those whom
You have given Me, for they are Yours.

And so we have the idea of pre des ti na tion of whom God calls and 
whom He wants to be in Christ.

10 And all Mine are Yours, and Yours are Mine, and I am glo ri -
fied in them.

Now Je sus is glo ri fied with and in the Fa ther but He is also glo ri -
fied in His dis ci ples, by the word they speak to one an other. They don’t
just re peat scripture but the very words that speaks of the in ti macy, the
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re la tion ship they had with Christ. Be cause they had that in ti mate re la -
tion ship with Je sus, they had that re la tion ship with the Fa ther also! 

11 Now I am no lon ger in the world, but these are in the world,
and I come to You. Holy Fa ther, keep through Your name those
whom You have given Me, that they may be one as We are. 

Re mem ber He is be ing pro phetic, “no lon ger in the world.”
When you are called to be a prophet it is a frus trat ing time be cause you
are liv ing in a world that does n’t ex ist yet. Some times that’s what Je sus
did also. He ex presses it like it has al ready hap pened and yet it is still to
be. 

Here He speaks to the Fa ther for the third time, “Holy Fa ther,”
so, “Fa ther, O Fa ther, Holy Fa ther, . . . that they may be one as We are.”

12 While I was with them in the world, I kept them in Your name. 
Those whom You gave Me I have kept; and none of them is lost
ex cept the son of per di tion, that the Scrip ture might be ful filled. 

Is n’t it in ter est ing how the name of God is so im por tant. John
never loses that fo cus. The name of God was im por tant. In the be gin -
ning was the Word and the Word was with God and the Word was God!
The name I AM is so im por tant, Yeshua. The name has power, a re la -
tion ship at tached to it. Je sus kept them all and none were lost ex cept the
son of per di tion.

13 But now I come to You, and these things I speak in the world,
that they may have My joy ful filled in them selves.

So you can see in this para graph, He is no lon ger talk ing to the
Fa ther only; He is also talk ing so the dis ci ples might over hear Him.
And so John, years later, can take his pen and say, “What did He say
again?  . . .  that they may have My joy ful filled in them selves.” I can see
John writ ing this down and think ing, “What on earth was He say ing?!” 
A smile came to his face and the joy of the Lord came to his heart.

Now my daugh ter Jessica told me yes ter day that there is one
thing better than choc o late, a smile. They say that if you smile, it can af -
fect you men tally just the way choc o late does, men tally and phys i cally,
the same hor mones are ac ti vated. Even if you don’t feel like a smile, if
you do smile you will feel like you just ate choc o late! Well when you
read scrip ture like this one, a smile co mes to your face and goes and per -
me ates into your heart and then His joy is ful filled in you, not just those
Je sus is talk ing to at that par tic u lar mo ment..
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14 I have given them Your word; and the world has hated them be -
cause they are not of the world, just as I am not of the world.

Not just the dis ci ples phys i cally pres ent but each one of you, as
we speak the word, our re la tion ship and the tes ti mony of our life with
God, is go ing to change things on this earth. It is go ing to change your
whole per spec tive of pol i tics, gov ern ment, the next elec tion and the
next four years af ter that. For ever, eter nity. Be cause of that there is a
spir i tual war fare go ing on which the Lord has been re fer ring to. We had
better not lose site of this! The en emy wants to de stroy what we are
about to do. Now pre des ti na tion peo ple would think, “It does n’t mat ter
what ever we do; God has it pre des tined. You’re go ing to do what ever
you end up do ing and that is that.” Well I be lieve there is also a choice
you make. They are both true at the same time. 

“How can that be, Mr. Scott? Pro fes sor, tell us.” “Well I don’t
know. It is a mys tery.” I know I have a free will be cause at times I’ve
taken my free will and gone in the wrong di rec tion. I also know that God 
has pre des tined me to do some cer tain things. When I do those like
preach ing the word, I am rais ing up an an ger from the spir i tual realm!
There are spir its that don’t like me very much at all for what I am say ing 
to you this morn ing. 

Now His next words talk about spir i tual war fare di rectly in fo -
cus. Re mem ber Je sus is pray ing to the Fa ther but He knows you are go -
ing to be lis ten ing up to this day in 2020. 

15 I do not pray that You should take them out of the world, but
that You should keep them from the evil one.

“Oh, Lord, please res cue me from this world.” Have you prayed
that? “Please, Lord, take away this hor ri ble cir cum stance.” I’ve prayed 
that and it is scrip tural for you to do so. How ever Je sus, as your in ter -
ces sor, as your High priest, does n’t pray that way, “. . . not out of this
world, but You should keep them from the evil one.” In an other words it
is spir i tual war fare, not just war fare but spir i tual war fare and He wants
you to re al ize, un der stand and take a stand against the devil, take a stand 
against the spir its in this world. It may not be a man i fes ta tion of a
demon di rectly but there are enough at ti tudes out there that dem on strate 
this and you should know and un der stand what is go ing on. 

Then He says to the Fa ther the truth. He speaks this into
existence to you and to me.

16 They are not of the world, even as I am not of it.
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Re ally there is so much of the world in me that it is go ing to take a 
long time for that stuff to get out. But, it IS go ing to come out. It is all
go ing to be gone. There is go ing to be a day when I’ll stand be fore the
Lord Je sus Christ, be fore His judg ment seat, and there will be noth ing
left of the old world in me! The old Adam will be com pletely dead. John 
says that, “You were not born by the de sire of men or women. You were
not born of an earthly fa ther but you were born of the Spirit.” So even in 
your mother’s womb you were not known as just your mother or fa -
ther’s son, or daugh ter. But God knew you in a spir i tual way that goes
far be yond that. You are not of the world. Well we know that Je sus is n’t
of the world; He was born of a vir gin. 

Then as your High Priest He prays to the Fa ther. What would you 
want your High Priest to ask for you? 

17 Sanc tify them by the truth; Your word is truth.

Mi rac u lously the only source of truth co mes from our Lord Je sus 
Christ. We have to be seek ers of truth, to want to know the truth. By
know ing that and pur pos ing that, we re al ize there is a lot of non-truth
we are faced with ev ery day, even in us, nevermind what is com ing from 
the world, even through the sto ries we tell our selves about our own his -
tory. I don’t want to know the story I tell my self. I want to know the
truth. 

Well, we can han dle the truth be cause we have a Teacher and a
Com forter. How ever if you don’t have the Holy Spirit you re ally can not 
han dle the truth. You will be a messed up kid. 

We are not of the world even as Je sus was not. We are sanc ti fied
by the Fa ther’s truth, our Fa ther in heaven the source of all things. So
the word of God, not just the writ ten word of God, but that which He
plants and writes in our hearts, not just in our minds, is truth that can not
be de nied. Have you ever won dered what you should do in ma jor life
de ci sions? “Should I ap ply for this job? Should I marry this girl?” You
want to know the truth. Right. Even if to some it does n’t mat ter, they
just want what they want. I re mem ber ask ing a friend if I should marry
my wife Cheryl. He turned to me and said, “Do you love her?” I said,
“Yeah I do.” So he said, “Well then, that’s the truth.” It did n’t mat ter
what other peo ple were say ing. It did n’t mat ter what her mom had told
me or her fa ther ei ther. The truth was that I was in love with her and I
needed to re spond to that love and the love she had for me.

. . . Your word is truth. 18 As you sent me into the world, I have
sent them into the world. 
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So He goes back to the stra te gic plan ning They had done be fore
He was born into this world. So that’s why we are here! That’s why you
are the army! He sent you into this world, 2020. “I don’t want to go to
2020! Let’s go back to 2019.” But He sent you to 2020. 

19 For them I sanc tify Myself, that they too may be truly sanc ti -
fied.

There is only one per son who can sanc tify the Lord Je sus and
that is the Lord Je sus Him self, sanc ti fied by the truth. Is n’t that good?
So you can not sur round your self by lies or sto ries; you have a re spon si -
bil ity to know the truth and that is what Je sus prayed to His Fa ther so
that you would lis ten in this chap ter sev en teen. Then He prays for the
uni ver sal truth.

20 “My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for those who will 
be lieve in me through their mes sage, . . .

That’s how im por tant the word is. It does not say, “ . . . those
who be lieve in Me through an gels or cir cum stances or mi rac u lous
thing.” Those kinds of rev e la tions are dis missed right here in this chap -
ter so you can not be one of those other re li gions which say, “Oh yeah, I
had a vis i ta tion from the an gel Mi chael.” Well, so what! If that is the
ba sis of your faith it is ne gated right here. 

. . .  21 that all of them may be one, Fa ther . . .

There is only one unity, only one church. There are a lot of de -
nom i na tions in the world based on doc trine and fel low ship. How ever,
Je sus does not see or rec og nize any of that. There are be liev ers and
non-be liev ers, those that are fol low ing af ter the truth and those that
aren’t.

21 . . . that they all may be one, as You, Fa ther, are in Me, and I in
You;  . . .

The one ness that is de scribed in chap ters 14, 15 and 16 is the
Trin ity, the same kind of one ness where you can not sep a rate your self
from; you too are the ex act rep re sen ta tion. 

. . . that they also may be one in Us, that the world may be lieve
that You sent Me.

Why do we have all this one ness any way? That the world may
be lieve the Fa ther sent Him. Je sus is still call ing His dis ci ples out from
the world. Who is the en emy? God says I called you while you were yet
an en emy.

. . .  that the world may be lieve that You sent Me.
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So at some point you are go ing to look at your self, your life, your 
tes ti mony and your re la tion ship with God and say, “I think I un der stand 
how Je sus is re lated to the Fa ther. I think I know why God the Fa ther
sent me, Lord Je sus. I think I know my God.” How can you know the Fa -
ther ex cept you know the Son. Je sus says you can not come to the Fa ther 
any other way. Apos tle John has this doc trine prob lem and can not vary
from it. He has this truth prob lem and can not some how be come side -
tracked. He con stantly co mes back to the truth.

22 And the glory which You gave Me I have given them, that they
may be one just as We are one: . . .

The glory of God is in that One ness. He’s go ing to be gin to de -
scribe what that One ness means.

23 I in them, and You in Me; that they may be made per fect in one,
and that the world may know that You have sent Me, and have
loved them as You have loved Me.

There is such unity and that unity is in the One ness, de scribed as
the love re la tion ship that Je sus has with the Fa ther and the Fa ther with
the Son, and the Holy Spirit. And fur ther more that same love, that same
One ness is given to you! Did you ever meet a Chris tian you have never
seen be fore and you fell in love with them in stantly? That’s be cause
they just opened their mouth and said, “Yeah, I’m a Chris tian too. I
know the Lord Je sus.” What a won der ful thing to be a dis ci ple of the
Lord. Is n’t it?! 

When I look in the mir ror in the morn ing, I have a choice. I need
to eat some “choc o late,” as we dis cussed in the be gin ning. I know that
“choc o late” is my in her i tance, spir i tual choc o late, the joy which He has
given me which is the out ward ex pres sion of that smile. Some times it
might be come laugh ter. Look in the mir ror and try not to laugh be cause
God is good. He has cre ated you to be His friend. We sang the song this
morn ing, “He does n’t want heaven with out us.” He has called us to that
kind of re la tion ship that can not be torn apart, can not be sep a rated from.

Now John goes into the fourth part of this chap ter. 1) Je sus Sum -
ma rizes His min is try on earth. 2) He prays for His dis ci ples. 3) He prays 
for the church through the ages to abide in the One ness of love. 4) The
rev e la tion of the name of God through Je sus Christ His only be got ten
Son.

Now Je sus starts to DECLARE. All this time He has been ad -
dress ing the Fa ther. He uses the in voca tive case. “Fa ther, I am talk ing
to You. I want to talk to You. I want You to re ally hear this.”

24 “Fa ther, I de sire that they also whom You gave Me may be
with Me where I am, that they may be hold My glory which You
have given Me; for You loved Me be fore the foun da tion of the
world. 

Je sus is ex press ing His de sire, phys i cally, spir i tu ally, emo tion -
ally that He wants us with Him! Where He is! He is go ing to be walk ing
into some pretty dark places right af ter this. Af ter He dies on the cross,
He is go ing to de scend into Hell and un lock the gates and free some of
the Old Tes ta ment saints. This is a place none of the an gels would want
to go. And why? “. . . that they may be hold My glory which You have
given Me; for You loved Me be fore the foun da tion of the world.” What
is that glory? The love. The Fa ther loved the Son be fore the foun da tion
of the world. Je sus is think ing, “Re mem ber that strat egy meet ing We
had Fa ther in heaven. The Trin ity was all there.” 

At the be gin ning of all of this He starts, “O Righ teous Fa ther . .
.” invocative in tense, di rect ad dress. 

25 O righ teous Fa ther! The world has not known You, but I have
known You; and these have known that You sent Me.

That truth that He prob a bly grasped as a small child on this earth,
that the Fa ther had sent Him, never left Him. And He makes His dec la -
ra tion in verse 26.

26 And I have de clared to them Your name, and will de clare it,
that the love with which You loved Me may be in them, and I in
them.”

To you and me, the uni ver sal church, He made a dec la ra tion.
When Je sus makes a dec la ra tion it is not done lightly! When the Pres i -
dent of the United States makes a dec la ra tion, it is not a light thing ei -
ther. Past Pres i dent Ron ald Rea gan made a dec la ra tion that an
in di vid ual child was a life form, the sanc tity of hu man life. How ever
even though that dec la ra tion meant some thing, it did n’t go very far.
They were still hav ing abor tions in the United States of Amer ica against 
Pres i dent Rea gan’s will.

But, when Je sus makes a dec la ra tion, I can tell you that it is an
ABSOLUTE dec la ra tion. It will hap pen! There is no re neg ing; you can -
not take it back. He de clared to them the name of the Fa ther which is
now to tally and com pletely re sid ing in you, be cause of the Lord Je sus
Christ. Je sus, “I will de clare it in the fu ture to them Your name, and will
de clare it, that the love with which You loved Me may be in them, and I
in them.” The name of the Fa ther is LOVE. God is love. 
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Je sus spoke this whole uni verse into ex is tence be cause He knew
YOU were go ing to be in it. That is love. Where in the bi ble does it say
that the an gels re joice be cause of a star sys tem? No. But, when you
came to the Lord, Je sus says, “The an gels in heaven are re joic ing.”
What a won der ful chap ter, a chap ter of hope, a dec la ra tion of no mat ter
what sit u a tion we find our selves in, we are go ing to be okay, not just
okay, we are go ing to be awe some! 

I like this chap ter be cause Je sus sum ma rizes His whole min is try
by the fact that He has glo ri fied His Fa ther in heaven by what He has
done on earth and what He will do on the cross. And, what He will do
when He goes into heaven and sits on the right hand of the Fa ther and
sends the Holy Spirit. Je sus prays for His dis ci ples who are there phys i -
cally but He prays for all of His dis ci ples down through time, in this
prayer. He prays for the church in the ages to come for that same abid ing 
love will be known to us even more to day, be cause of the Holy Spirit.
Re mem ber He said to His dis ci ples that they would be happy when He
goes!

You are go ing to be happy when I am cru ci fied on the cross be -
cause when I am res ur rected I am go ing to send you the Spirit of Truth,
the Teacher, the Com forter which you would not have had oth er wise.
He told them they’d better stick around Je ru sa lem for a while un til He
co mes and em pow ers you from on high! Wow.

That’s the kind of church we go to. It does n’t mat ter how many
peo ple are here this morn ing or on “Zoom.” It does n’t re ally mat ter be -
cause I am speak ing right through eter nity these things Je sus spoke in
eter nity also. That is be cause our words are go ing to be de clared also.

Let me proph esy this to you. Lis ten Proph ets, your words are go -
ing to be de clared also, not in the sense of our cur rent Pres i dent
whose words could be ig nored or not. But when we de clare
some thing in Christ it will be done, says the Lord. Amen

Well we are called to be One church. Keep that in fo cus, that
One ness al ways in the love of Christ, not in some doc trine, not in the
way we build or not build to gether, but, in the love of Christ. Apos tle
John keeps us fo cused on the fact that there is a rev e la tion, a mys tery
about the name of God which he has talked about through out these four
chap ters, over and over again. Even in the very first gos pel of John, he
said, “In the be gin ning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and
the Word was God.” The idea was of keep ing them in a name, this idea
of speak ing in the name of Je sus. When I first started lis ten ing to the
saints I asked my self, “Why are they al ways say ing ‘in Je sus’ name?’”
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Why are they al ways say ing, “In the name of the Fa ther?” Why are
they al ways say ing these things? Why don’t they just pray?” That is be -
cause there is power in the word and there is even more power in the
name of God. Now I don’t know why. I’ve been a Chris tian for a long
time. I don’t know why ex cept I know it is true. So now when I say, “In
the name of Je sus” it is n’t just an empty plat i tude, some thing said to fill
space. I say it is in Je sus’ name, bring ing peo ple into this re la tion ship,
into this Trin ity, bring ing them right into the stra te gic meet ing Je sus had 
with the Fa ther and the Spirit, all three of them to gether, a strat egy
meet ing which is referred to over and over again. “In Je sus’ name, by
Your grace, by Your mercy, by Your word, let it be true.” Again:

26 And I have de clared to them Your name, and will de clare it,
that the love with which You loved Me may be in them, and I in
them.”

John never loses per spec tive and nei ther do I. Amen.

Let’s pray: Fa ther we thank You from the bot tom of our heart, we 
thank You for this chap ter which John faith fully wrote down. For 
the words that You speak in it, Lord God, which give us hope far
be yond the reaches of the won der ful free dom You have given to
us in this coun try.
