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In tro duc tion

Mul ti tudes, mul ti tudes in the val ley of de ci sion! For the day of the
Lord is near in the val ley of de ci sion. (Joel 3:14) 

The day of the Lord is both a won der ful and a per il ous time. It is an
era that calls for right de ci sions. To those who love the Lord, the most im -
por tant is sue is de cid ing how to walk be fore Him. We will face many cross -
roads of de ci sion on our path of life. How do we de cide which one is
cor rect?, “Which one should I take?”, is a ques tion many women are
asking today. 

The cor rect ques tion is al ways, “What is Your will in this de ci sion,
Fa ther?” The an swer to this ques tion is the sub ject which I am adressing. 

The prophet Isa iah en cour ages us to seek the way of the Lord. 

. . . come and let us go up to the moun tain of the Lord. To the house
of the God of Ja cob. He will teach us His ways and we shall walk in
His paths . . . . (Is. 2:3) 

When we sit at His feet and ask Him our ques tions, He will not give
us a stone, but He will give us guid ance through His word. Da vid ex presses 
it well: 



Show me Your ways, O Lord; teach me Your paths. Lead me in Your 
truth and teach me, for you are the God of my sal va tion. On You I
wait all the day. (Ps. 25:4) 

The Path of Hu mil ity 

One of the first sign posts we will see on the path way of the Lord is
hu mil ity. We need sim ple child like faith and a hum ble heart to hear His
voice clearly. 

The hum ble He guides in jus tice and the hum ble He teaches His
way. All the paths of the Lord are mercy and truth. (Ps. 25:9-10) 

The one who has a haughty look and a proud heart, him I will not en -
dure. (Ps. 101:5) 

Right de ci sions come from the mind of Christ, which is the way of
hu mil ity. He is our ex am ple. 

Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ, Je sus . . . . He made
Him self of no rep u ta tion . . . tak ing the form of a ser vant . . . He hum -
bled Him self and be came obe di ent to the point of death, even the
death on the cross. (Phil. 2:5-8) 

The Lord is call ing us, His daugh ters, to be hum ble, obe di ent ser -
vants. You who are mar ried, be com mit ted to mak ing your homes pleas ing
to Him. Re mem ber that your chil dren are His pre cious jew els, and it will
re quire ded i cated time on your part to teach them His ways. What a joy it
will be later to see them as adults serv ing the Lord. They will never for get
the happy times when you hum bled your self to teach and train them; hu -
mil ity points to His kingdom. 

The Path of Dis ci pline 

Come to Me, all you who la bor and are heavy laden and I will give
you rest. Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for I am gen -
tle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. (Mt.
11:28-30) 

Imag ine, if you will, two horses be ing har nessed as a team to pull a
wagon. One horse is qui etly stand ing still wait ing to hear his mas ter’s
voice. The other horse, who is young, is ex cit edly jump ing around. He
wants to be free of the har ness and go his own way. Some days later, af ter a
time of train ing in dis ci pline, the young horse now trots be side the older
one, hap pily pull ing his share of the load. He has been pre pared by dis ci -
pline for his master’s service. 



Can we see our selves in this sce nario? We all want to be use ful in the 
Lord’s ser vice; but it takes time. We must learn to sub mit to His hand and
al low Him to mold us through dis ci pline into a ves sel fit for His use. Dis ci -
pline may come in the form of dif fi cult cir cum stances. How ever, we have
to rec og nize that God will cause all things to work to gether for our good if
we yield to Him and do not run from our cir cum stances. Prob lems and dif -
fi cul ties in the home can lead to ma tu rity once we rec og nize our Fa ther’s
hand of dis ci pline in the sit u a tion. 

Now no chas ten ing (i.e. dis ci pline) seems to be joy ous for the pres -
ent, but griev ous; nev er the less, af ter wards it yields the peace able
fruit of righ teous ness to those who have been trained by it. (Heb.
12:4) 

The Lord’s dis ci pline will pro vide guid ance on the path way of life
for those who en dure His train ing. And we all need dis ci pline! 

The Path of Choos ing His Pres ence 

We will only make the right choice when our pri or i ties are cor rect. 

Now it hap pened as they went that He en tered a cer tain vil lage; and
a cer tain woman named Mar tha wel comed Him into her house. And
she had a sis ter named Mary, who also sat at Je sus feet and heard
His words. But Mar tha was dis tracted with much serv ing, and she
ap proached Him and said, “Lord, do you not care that my sis ter has
left me to serve alone? There fore, tell her to help me.” And Je sus an -
swered and said to her, “Mar tha, Mar tha, you are wor ried and
trou bled about many things. But one thing is needed, and Mary has
cho sen that good part which shall not be taken away from her. (Lk.
10:38-41) 

Both women made cor rect de ci sions at first; both were in the pres -
ence of Je sus. But Mar tha’s per son al ity got in the way as she be came dis -
tracted by many me nial tasks; her pri or ity changed and she lost the
pres ence of Jesus! 

I am sure this has been true for all of us at times. It is so easy to do
when we are over whelmed by the “pots and pans” of life. It is ap par ent that
the right choice is al ways those times when we choose to be in His pres -
ence. Such times must be come our pri or ity. 

In my own life, I have de sired to be like Mary, but it al ways seemed
to me that I had too many re spon si bil i ties. “What can I do, Lord?” be came
my prayer. He spoke softly into my heart, “Get up ear lier in the morn ing
and spend an hour with Me.” That meant ris ing at 5:00 A.M.

I can say that be came the most en joy able hour of my day. His pres -
ence went with me for the rest of the day. He is so faith ful! He also spoke
these words to my heart, “Have a Mary-mind with Mar tha-hands.”  In a
“Mar tha world, to have a Mary’s mind.”

At first it re quires dis ci pline to reg u larly come into His pres ence for
prayer and in ter ces sion, but soon they will be come times of great joy. 

You will show me the path of life; in your pres ence is full ness of joy .
. . . (Ps. 16:11) 

The Path of Ho li ness 

A high way shall be there and a road, and it shall be called the High -
way of Ho li ness. The un clean will not pass over it, but it will be for
oth ers. Who ever walks the road, al though a fool, shall not go astray
. . . . the re deemed of the Lord shall walk there . . . . ((s. 35:8-9) 

Je sus has pro claimed that He is the one and only way to the Fa ther
(John 14:6). Thus our walk as be liev ers must be guided by the will and
char ac ter of Je sus. We can only be holy from the pres ence and power of
Christ in our hearts. Thus the path of ho li ness is ex pressed through the
fruits of His Spirit, which are: love, joy, peace, long-suf fer ing, kind ness,
good ness, faith ful ness, gen tle ness and self-con trol (Galatians 5:22-23).
Each one can be thought of as a sign post point ing toward holiness. 

How are these fruits pro duced? Je sus taught in His word that they
will grow in our life as we abide in Him. We are branches, who bear fruit if
we re main in un ion with Him, who is the vine. It is His life, not our ef forts,
that pro duces spir i tual fruit. There are many false vines (wrong re la tion -
ships) which we must avoid; Je sus is the only true vine! 

Our heav enly Fa ther is the vinedresser, and He prunes ev ery branch
that does not bear fruit in or der to bring forth fruit. Prun ing can in volve
hard cir cum stances. When such dif fi cul ties are en coun tered, we may say,
“What am I do ing wrong? This path is too hard.” How ever, the truth is that
we are be ing pruned of self ish qual i ties which hin der the fruit of the Spirit
from grow ing in our life. It is a pain ful dis ci pline, a nec es sary pro cess on
the path to holiness. 

We so of ten want to go our own way; to do our own thing. Dear
ones, that only leads to di sas ter. We must abide on the vine, which is the
path we have been called to walk upon. 

The path of spir i tual fruit-bear ing is a nar row way; the way of self
pro mo tion is a broad way that leads to de struc tion. 
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“Nar row is the gate and dif fi cult is the way that leads to spir i tual
life, and few there are who find it. (Mat thew 7:14)” 

The path of ho li ness leads us to be come more like Je sus (2 Co rin thi -
ans 3:18). 

You shall be holy, for I am holy. (1 Pet. 1:16) 

The Path of Truth 

Je sus de clared that He is the truth; and truth is God’s il lu mi na tion for 
our path way. 

Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my path. (Ps. 119:105) 

The en trance of Your words give light; it gives un der stand ing to the
sim ple. (Ps. 119:130) 

If we don’t know, or don’t obey His word, we can eas ily be de ceived
and find our selves on a wrong path. Truth is God’s light to dis pel spir i tual
dark ness. Be cause of the great dark ness that is in the world to day, a dark -
ness that in vades per sonal and fam ily life, it is es sen tial that we know the
con di tion of our spir i tual armor. 

God has pro vided suit able ar mor that is suf fi cient to pro tect our per -
sonal and fam ily lives. Let us ex am ine each piece (Ephe sians 6:10-20). We
are to gird our waist with truth; put on san dals of prep a ra tion for the gos pel
of peace; take up the shield of faith to quench fi ery darts from the en emy;
we are to speak His word, es pe cially to our chil dren, for it is our spir i tual
sword to fight the en emy, and fi nally we are to per se vere in prayer and sup -
pli ca tion for the saints. 

We are in war fare, and the Lord coun sels us to “wake up” and re -
deem the time, be cause the days in which we live are evil days. All of
God’s peo ple, in clud ing moth ers and home mak ers are sol diers in His army. 
In or der to pro tect our chil dren, we must equip them with the Lord’s ar mor,
and teach them by word and ex am ple to walk in the way of truth. 

The Path of Life 

Je sus is the life, and His life is the light of men (John 1:4; 14:6). How 
does this help us to walk out the af fairs of our ev ery day life? The an swer is
found in His word, We are ex horted to hold fast to the word of life
(Phillipians 2:16). As we ap ply the truth of His word to our lives, and obey
it, we will walk in life. 
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Let us ex am ine the in struc tions of His word to older women (Ti tus
2:3-5). They are to be rev er ent in be hav ior, so ber in spirit and they are not
to be gos sips! They are to teach the youn ger women to: 

• love their hus bands 

• love their chil dren 

• be dis crete (mod est) and chaste 

• be good home mak ers, obe di ent to their own hus band so that the
word of God is not dis hon ored 

Un mar ried young la dies are to please their par ents as they seek to
know the path that God has cho sen for them. If they marry, they are to
please their hus band as cov e nant part ners be fore the Lord. Some may ask,
“How do I show love to my hus band?” 

In my life, I can tes tify that the Lord di rected me to main tain a clean,
tidy and cozy home. This is the “prac ti cal life” en vi ron ment for a good
mar riage! I be gan to do this in a one room apart ment, and con tin ued to do
so over the years as our fam ily grew. As I look back, I thank the Lord for
His di rec tion to me. 

Ex trav a gant things will not make us happy or con tent; how ever, joy,
peace and righ teous ness do bring true hap pi ness (Romans 14:17). The
most valu able thing that I ever gave my chil dren was the time that I spent
with them, times when I taught them the ways of the Lord. I brought life to
them. 

There are so many ne glected chil dren in so ci ety to day—even in
Amer ica. Daugh ters of the King, the place to be gin is in our own fam i lies;
fill our homes with love. As the Lord leads, let us reach out in our neigh -
bor hood to help oth ers with their children. 

In Gen e sis, God stated that it was not good for man to be alone, and
He made for Adam a wife, a helper com pa ra ble to (or suit able for) him
(Gen e sis 2:18). Thus, a wife is to com plete her hus band for what God has
called him to be in the church. They are to work to gether as one in peace
and se cu rity. As a fam ily, they are to be a com plete unit, a ba sic build ing
block of the church. 

Mar riage and the home are to re flect Christ and the church (Ephe -
sians 5:22-31). Spir i tual gifts are given to men and women alike, and even
to chil dren. All are to be hum ble ser vants so that Je sus alone is lifted up.
Hus bands are the spir i tual cov er ing for their wives; sin gle sis ters are to
look to the Lord, the el ders, their home church lead ers and the body of
Christ for their covering. 
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Sin gle sis ters are able to give them selves com pletely to serve the
Lord. They are not en cum bered with the many de tails of a house hold re -
lated to hus band and chil dren ac tiv i ties. Sin gle sis ters, your place in the
body of Christ is very im por tant! A beauty shines forth when one is com -
pletely given to the Lord; keep press ing on, con tin u ally look ing to the Lord 
to please Him. 

The Lord speaks to His daugh ters in scrip ture on how to ex press His
life in dress, con duct and re la tion ship. 

We sis ters are to dress to please our hus band, we are to dress for
mod esty and we are to be clothed with good works (1 Tim o thy 2:9; 1 Pe ter
3:1-12). How ever, our out ward phys i cal ap pear ance in cloth ing and good
deeds is not as im por tant as our in ner per son, which is seen by oth ers in our
char ac ter and words. 

Let it be the hid den per son of the heart (i.e. the in ner per son) with
the in cor rupt ible or na ment of a meek and quiet spirit which is pre -
cious in the sight of God (1 Pet. 3:4). 

A meek and quiet spirit in women is an ex pres sion of great beauty to
God! 

Mar ried women may ask the ques tion, “If I be come a widow, will
the church care for me?” 

God’s word an swers this ques tion. If she does not have chil dren to
sup port her, and if she is des ti tute, the church is re spon si ble to care for her.
How ever, there are also char ac ter qual i fi ca tions to be met that are based on
her walk with the Lord (1 Tim o thy 5:15-16). These are as follows: 

• She trusts in God and con tin ues in prayer 

• She is well re ported for good works 

• She has raised chil dren and has been hos pi ta ble 

• She has washed the saints feet (an act based on cul ture, which points
to a will ing hu mil ity to serve oth ers) 

• She has re lieved the af flicted 

• She is not a gos sip, a busy body, nor is she idle 

In short, her pres ent and past life should re flect the heart of a
bond-ser vant who loves the Lord. There fore, it is proper for the church to
re turn that same love and care to her when she is des ti tute. 
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Con clu sion 

Daugh ters of the King, whether we’re young, mar ried or wid owed,
He calls us to walk in the light of His coun te nance, in hu mil ity, un der His
dis ci pline, in His pres ence, in ho li ness, truth and life. He has placed His
path before us! 

Righ teous ness and jus tice are the foun da tion of Your throne; mercy
and truth go be fore Your face. Blessed are the peo ple who know the
joy ful sound! They walk, o Lord, in the light of Your coun te nance
(Ps. 89:14-15).
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
